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The Embassy of Republic of Iraq has informed that most of the exporters are sending goods to Iraq
without getting legalization from the Embassy of Iraq, which is an illegal activity. As per the
communication received, all spices exporters have to get attestation of Certificate of Origin &
Invoice from the Embassy of Iraq and to share with them all relevant documents regarding
shipments to Iraq.
