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General Terms & conditions of the lease

1.

The period of lease is 30 years (thirty years) commencing from the date of registration
of the lease agreement. The lease period may be further extended on mutual
agreement between the lessor (Spices Board) and the lessee (Exporter) subject to the
approval from the concerned state Government, if required.

The lessee shall pay the lease rent @ Rs.1,000/- per acre per annum (subject to
revision by the Board) +18% GST extra or at the revised rate to the lessor on or before
April of the succeeding financial year from the year of registration.

The lessee shall pay to the lessor a onetime non-refundable development charge @
Rs.5.00 lakhs +18 % GST extra per acre for the allotted plot.

The Registration of the lease agreement shall be done within one month from the date
of signing the agreement, failing which the plot allotment will be cancelled and 5% of
development charges (excluding GST) paid will be deducted towards administrative
expenses and balance will be refunded to the Lessee.

The construction of the processing unit shall be commenced within 6 months from the
date of registration of agreement, failing which the plot allotment will be cancelled and
10% of development charges (excluding GST) paid will be deducted towards
administrative expenses and balance will be refunded to the Lessee.
